Alcorn said educating her
customers is important to her

to help them understand why
they are getting acne or other
skin issues and what they can
do to prevent the problems.

According to Alcorn, the
treatments at Dia Spa & Salon
are different because they fol-
low extensive research done
on how to best deliver prod-
ucts into the skin rather than
just providing surface treat-
ments that may not do any-
thing.
