Quilts, Prayers Sent Overseas To Military

From Iraq to Afghanistan
to the United States, service
men and women are carrying
the prayers of Maumee resi-
dents in their pockets.

Maumee resident Bonnie
Vance designed a military
quilt small enough to fit into
a pocket. Vance and mem-
bers of Maumee United
Methodist Church have cre-
ated nearly 90 of these tiny
prayer quilts, said church
member Gail Lindsay. 

The red, white and blue
quilts are seven inches by
eight inches with a cross in
the middle. Where each one-
inch square meets, a knot is
tied with embroidery thread.
Each thread contains a
prayer, Lindsay said. 

“Each time we give a quilt,
the name of the person is lift-
ed up in prayer. A prayer
partner places the quilt at the
back of the church, and as
people leave they stop to tie a
knot and say a prayer. By the
conclusion, we’ll have 80 to
90 knots and 80 to 90
prayers,” Lindsay said. 

The church has received
letters back from service men
and women, explaining how
much they appreciate the
quilts. 

One man said that when
he goes to bed, he thinks
about the people who don’t
know him but care and pray
for him, she said.

A group of 50 women
make the military quilts, as
well as larger quilts for battal-
ions to hang in public areas.
The only requirement for the
church to make a quilt is for
someone from the church to
request it, and the person
receiving the quilt has to
want it, Lindsay said.

Maumee United
Methodist Church just com-
pleted five years of its quilt

ministry, and plans to con-
tinue as long as there is a
need.

Seconds on Third and
More has been located on
South Third Street for a year,
but Cherie McNutt and
Evonne Johnson took over
ownership on October 22.

“A lot of our sales are the
new items. We get a lot of
label lookers. People love
clothes that are brand new at
consignment prices,”
McNutt said. 

About half of the mer-
chandise is consignment,
with tops for $8.00 to
$10.00, sweaters for $12.00
and suits as low as $16.00.
Prices depend upon the
designer and the condition,

but most clothing is less
than a few years old,
Johnson said.

Seconds on Third also has
a number of new items, pur-
chased from boutiques, at
shows or through buyouts.
The store recently took in 60
new wedding gowns from a
former eBay business,
Johnson said.

“We can deck out a bride
pretty darn cheap,” Johnson
said, motioning to an assort-
ment of wedding jewelry,
tiaras and accessories. “Every
girl wants a beautiful, big
wedding dress. They’re a
great deal for second wed-
dings or for people on a
budget.”

Many of the 60 white,
ivory and cream gowns –
some intricately beaded and
others simply elegant – were
samples that would have sold
up to $1,500 new, Johnson
said. Seconds on Third has
the gowns marked for $75.00
to $250 for a Maggie Sottero
gown. 

“For $100 for a beautiful
dress and $100 to alter it,
that’s a bargain,” Johnson
said.

Most of the dresses are

size 10 to size 12 but can be
altered up one to two sizes,
and down to any size. 

Although the store is
small, Johnson said they’d
like to add home décor to
their selection someday.

Working together is natu-
ral for the two women, who
have been friends for 18
years, since their sons were
first-graders at Waterville
Primary. McNutt is a nurse,
while Johnson spent 28 years
in the corporate world. Both
have an interest in fashion –
especially at a bargain – so
the store was a natural fit.
