Coming oft a recent cele-

“Business is better than we
expected it to be,” Schmidt
said.

Crediting the Maumee
Antique Mall’s billboard on
the Ohio Turnpike for much
of its business success,
Schmidt says the mall has
done a large amount of adver-
tising that has proven to be
very worthwhile.

“In less than a year, we
filled the place,” Schmidt said.
“We started with 40 dealers,
and have now grown to over
400 dealers.”

Schmidt explains that the
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large size of the mall, paired
with its location, are definite
factors in its popularity.

“Many people like our
facility because it is over two
and three-quarters acres under
a roof on one floor,” he said.

With the majority of the
mall’s clientele between the
ages of 40 and 70, Schmidt
said the one-floor aspect has
proven to be important.

four to six hours to go
through  here,”  Schmidt
explained.

Mix bought the 120,000-
square-foot building adjacent
to the Maumee Sportsmall,
which Mix already owned.

“Bob bought the property
for  parking for the
Sportsmall,” Schmidt said.
“But he couldn’t think of any-
thing to do with the building.”

After some deliberation,
Schmidt came up with the
idea to turn it into an antique
mall.
